The first part of Hanzelka and Zikmund had rather a Mediterranean
character, because it led through Europe to Marseille from where they
moved to Casablanca in Morocco. Then it led across Algeria, Tunisia,
and Libya to Egypt. From Egypt, the expedition headed southwards to
South Africa across Sub-Saharan Africa. In 1947, all North Africa was
under colonial rule.

Hanzelka and Zikmund visited many shanty towns, of which they
wrote that a foreigner, not knowing all the

consequences and circumstances, would come up to false conclusions
and is “willing to see Arabs only as criminals, lazy people or fanatical
followers of Islam.” Highly up-to-date topic is on many pages of their
accounts accompanied by their observation of how the Algerian
“people are warm-hearted despite their poverty they are cheerful
and behave with genuine friendship, especially when they feel you
have come with good intentions.”
